During December 2018

During November & December, the Aerie & Auxiliary are waiving enrollment
fees. The new or re-enrolled applicant only needs to pay the membership

dues to May 2019, or May 2020.

Cost to join during December:

Aerie -  $15.00 to May 2019

$51.00 to May 2020

Auxiliary -$10.42 to May 2019
$35.42 to May 2020

After that, Aerie dues are $36 a year. Auxiliary dues are $25 per year.
